CONSTITUTION OF INDIA.

No. PEN. 1091/177/SER. 4.—In exercise of the powers conferred by the
proviso to article 309 of the Constitution of India, the Governor of Maharashtra
1s hereby pleased to make the following rules further to amend the Maharashtra
Civil Scrvices (Pension) Rules, 1982, namely :(—

1. (1) These rules may be called the Maharashtra Civil Services (Pension)
(Amendment) Rules, 1994,

(2) These rules shall come into force on the date of their publication in the
Official Gazette.

2, In rule 62 of the Maharashtra Civil Scrvices (Pension) Rules, 1982
(hereinalter referred to as * the principal rules ™),-—

(@) after sub-rule (5), the following sub-rule shall be inserted, namely —

“(5A) Compulisory Retirement Pension, which is a pension granted to

a Government servant  who is compulsorily retired from Government
_service as a penalty ;7 -

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(b) in sub-rule (6), the words “ or required to retire ™ shall be deleted,

3. For the sub-heading above rule 100 of the principal rulcs, the following
sub-heading shall be substituted, namely :— =

“ (5A) CoMPULSORY RETIREMENT PENSION "

4. For rule 100 of the principal rules, the following rule shall be substituted,
namely :— _ ' o
“100. Compulsory Retirement Pension—(1) A Government,  servant
compulsorily retired from service as a penalty may be granted, by the authority

competent to impose such penalty, pension or gratuity or both at the rate|
not less than two-third and not more than full compensation pension or

gratuity or both admissible to him on the date of his compulsory retirement. .

(2) Whenever in the case of a'‘Government servant the Government passes
an order (whether original, appellate or in exercise of the powen of review)
awarding a pension less than the full compensation pension admissible under

these rules, the Mc}lmrashtm Public Service Comimission shall be consulted
before such order is passed.

Explanation.—In this sub-rule, the expression ** Pension " includes gratuity.

(3) A pension granted under sub-rule (1) shall not be less than the minimum
pension as fixed by Government.”

5. For rule 101 of the principal rules, the following sub-heading and rule
shall be substituted, namely :— '

(6) COMPASSIONATE PENSION

101. Grant of Compassionate Pension in deserving cases by Government.—

(1) A Government servant who is removed from service shall forfeit his
pension and gratuity : ‘

Provided that if the case is deserving of special consideration, Govern-
ment may sanction a Compassionate Pension not exceeding two-thirds’ of

pension or gratuity or both which would have been admissible to him if
he had retired on compensation pension.

(2) A compassionate pension sanclioned under the proviso to sub-rule
(1) shall not be less than the minimum pension as fixed by Government,

(3) A dismisscd Government servant is not cligible for compassionate
pension.',
